Fees & Deposits
A non-refundable deposit of $450 is required at the time 

of booking. This amount will be subtracted from your 

final bill. Insurance and rental balance is due 60 days 

prior to the event.

Proof of insurance required. Policy is a one-day event 

including liquor liability in the amount of $1,000,000 

with the Dance Palace named as insured. You may 

purchase insurance through your own agent or by 

contacting: 1-800-ENGAGED. The wedding party may 

hold a 2 hour rehearsal any time the space is available 

during the week before the wedding at a discounted 

hourly fee. The wedding party may also use the outdoor 

spaces for photography. However, unless you rent the 

lawn and garden, its use is non-exclusive.

Gardens
West Marin’s moderate climate makes it possible to 

have an outdoor wedding almost any time of the year. 

Although there’s a canopy of cypress trees surrounding the 

Giacomini Wetlands, you can still catch an incredible view 

from the lawn and garden space, which was designed to 

be in harmony with the Arts & Crafts inspired buildings 

and natural surroundings. The plants are mostly natives 

with subdued colors, native trees and indigenous stones.

The Dance Palace
Founded in 1971 the Dance Palace has grown from a 

small dance studio into a multi-complex community and 

performing arts center located in the village of Point 

Reyes Station, on the western edge of Marin County.  The 

Dance Palace facilities include a one-room vintage church 

space, a “state of the art” performance hall, and lawn and 

garden area. 

Availability
Year-round; any day or evening — between the hours 

of 8am to 9pm for the lawn and garden and 8am to 12 

midnight indoors. 

Buildings
Built with local old-growth redwood and fir, the Church, 

circa 1920, is a lovely example of Arts and Crafts style 

architecture with simple and understated rustic detailing 

and period light fixtures. This same elegant style informed 

the design of the newer adjoining buildings, including the 

Carol J. Friedman Hall, which has professional sound and 

lighting equipment, an open-beamed events space with 

gleaming hardwood floors, and white walls with floor-

to-ceiling windows that showcase views of the lawn and 

gardens.
